READING STRATEGIES
Good readers use strategies to help them understand what they are reading. They think

about the story and constantly check in with themselves to make sure they understand what they are reading. Also, they make predictions about the book and they re-read when they do not understand. Use these strategies when you read to help become a strong reader! At the end of each page or paragraph…
Stop and Think…

· What is happening in the book?

· Do I need to re-read for clarity?

· Does what is happening now make sense with the rest of the story. If not, re-read to

· make sure you understood it properly.

Predict…

· What do I think is going to happen next? Write down a few notes and see if you’re right!

Making Inferences (drawing conclusions from what you are reading)

· What do you think the main character feels about what is happening? What clues tell us

· Write down any words that you do not know as you come across them when you are
